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Tim completed a PhD in soil science at Lincoln University (1994) while a soil scientist with AgResearch. During 1996 Tim partook in an OECD fellowship scheme and performed research, on N transformations in the subsoil using stable isotope methodoloies, at the Institute of Grasslands and Environmental Research, Devon, UK. In 1997 Tim left AgResearch and commenced a Marsden Fellowship at Lincoln University. This three year period of research investigated and solved the ‘Enigma of the 15N budget’ which involved following the biogeochemistry of a stable isotope applied to a soil. During this time Tim obtained fellowships to work with Dr Jim Stevens colleagues at the Queen’s University of Belfast, Northern Ireland, and Prof. Muller at the University of Giessen, Germany. In 2000 Tim worked as a research officer in the Centre for Soil and Environmental Quality at Lincoln University. During this time he received a Fulbright Senior Scholarship to study soil transport processes of greenhouse gases with Dennis Rolston at the University of California, Davis, USA. Other recent fellowships have included a ‘Trimble Agricultural Research Fellowship’, and the ‘America-New Zealand Soil Science Professional Exchange Fund Travel Grant’. These enabled Tim to work with scientists at the University of Rhode Island, and at the Institute of Ecosystem studies in New York on nitrous oxide transformations in the riparian zone. In addition to performing research Tim also undertakes teaching and post graduate supervision duties with interests in the use of stable isotope methodologies for studying C and N transformations, greenhouse gas emissions from agriculture, and climate change science.
