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Dr. Stephen Ogle is an ecosystem research scientist in the Natural Resource Ecology Laboratory at Colorado State University, and has become a leader in research dealing with large-scale assessments of land use and management impacts on biogeochemical processes. Currently, he is principle investigator on the U.S. assessment of agricultural land use and management impacts on greenhouse gas emissions of CO2 and N2O, which is used for reporting to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC).  Dr. Ogle has worked on syntheses and reports through the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change, and is a member of the scientific steering group for the North American Carbon Program.  He has also participated in capacity-building efforts to improve national greenhouse gas inventories in developing countries, particularly GHG emission inventories for the Agricultural and LULUCF sectors.
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
