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INSTRUCTIONS  FOR PUBLICATION OF ARTICLES

IN THE ANNALS OF THE FOURTH LATIN AMERICAN   CONGRESS OF JUNGIAN PSYCHOLOGY – 2006

Papers submitted for Panels  must be presented in the following order:

1. Title of paper

2. Full name of author(s)

3. Footnote: profession, institution affiliation, full mailing address, address, telephone number, and e-mail address  for each author

4. Abstract:  it must be written in the same language as the paper (150 words length).  The abstract  must appear above the text itself.  Keywords must be included after the text and before the final list of references.

5. TEXT:  It must be typed  in Microsoft Word format; A4 size paper; Arial 11 font; 3cms. for right and left margins; 2cms. for top and bottom margins;  1.5 line spacing;  numbered pages (bottom right of page);  total length: up to 20,000 characters including spaces. 

- Titles and subtitles in bold letters

5.1. Authors quoted in the text

- Authors must be quoted with the author(s)’ surname,  followed by the publication  year.   For papers with  more than one author, authors’  names must be linked by “y”, “e”, or “and” for Spanish, Portuguese and English respectively.

-   For papers  including three to five authors, all authors’ names  must be included the first time the paper  is quoted.    In   subsequent  quotes, only the first author’s name  must be included, followed by the Latin expression “et al”.

Example of quotes for papers of  three to five authors

First time the paper  is quoted in the text:

Kerényi, Neumann, Scholem and Hillman, 1994 or (KERÉNYI, NEUMANN, SCHOLEM & HILLMAN, 1994).

For  subsequent quotes:

Kerényi et al. (1994) or ( KERÉNYI et al.,1994)

5.2. -In the final list of bibliographical references  all authors’ names  of papers including multiple  authors must be included. 

5.3.-  Papers including authors with the same surname, the initials of the first and second names of each author must be included. Example: F.K. Mayr (1994)

5.4. Papers with  same date of publication  for the  same author, a small case letter must be added after the year of publication. Example: Jung (1934a, 1934b,1934c)

5.5.   When paper’s author is a collective entity, the organization’s  full name should be quoted, followed by the year of publication. Example: American Psychological Association (2001).

5.6. Verbatim quotations: If a text is transcribed word by word, it must be written in between quotation marks  (“ “), followed by the author’s surname, the date of publication, and the page quoted. If the text quoted is more than three lines long it must be presented as a separate paragraph, with left indentation, no quotation marks, and in  smaller font size. (Arial 10)

5.7. In the case of papers  pending publication, the author(s)’ name  must be included followed by the phrase “en prensa,” “no prelo,” or “in press” (respectively for each language).

5.8.  Quoting Homepages or Web Sites - the URL must be included, preferably in between brackets  after the information. Example: (www.bvs-psi.org.br).  For references at the end,  these should appear as follows: Available at: <www.bvs-psi.org.br>.  Submitted  on: 14 April 2005.

5.9. Footnotes: These should be avoided whenever possible. If necessary, footnotes must be indicated with consecutive Arabic numbers, immediately after the corresponding phrase. The notes must appear on the same page. The references to any authors quoted in the text must be provided  only  at the end of the text and not as footnotes.

The text must be sent by e-mail to the Congress Secretariat, in its final version (it will be printed as submitted) before 15 July  2006, and it must comply with the above guidelines. The text must also comply with the following:

a- It mustnot  include illustrations;

b- The text must not be formatted;

c- All foreign words and book titles must be in italics;
d- No bold or underlined text should be used;

e- All Psychology terms must be in lower case (analytical psychology, shadow, person, archetype, ego, etc.), with the exception of the term Self.

References

a- Only papers (books, journals, etc.) mentioned in the text should appear in the Bibliographical References.

b- A complete list of the papers quoted must be included at the end of the text in alphabetical order.
